Bul Sephen does have something 1o tell us, he just doesn't want to be
the misunderstood hero anymore | guess. So it's all about realism and
being direct and T fell you what's wreng | won't say we're okay” Pnd
talk about being direet, finally the obvious single has been chosen as the
single ("A Dream That We All Share”). It's almost as if Duffy is serious
about having a hit record again - SHOCK! Oh but wait, could a record
as gentle and soft and fey as this really be a hit? Maybe (cue
uncontrolled laughter). Well, it's not a perfect world, And this is not a
perfect record.  The middle three songs: “Morning Sun” (a difficult
piece reminiscent of “Smitten™), “All Over Again® (think of the worst
Mclartney excesses), and "Back in The Car Park” break the rhythm and
momentum.
